S he was only 15 when she 

met Sheikh, a tall young 

man several years older 

than she, with a smooth voice and 

cool attitude.

Not long after, Sheikh gave her a 

pistol. òFor your protectionó heõd 

said.

It was a little 

scary, but she liked that. 

 Being in a relationship with 

Sheikh made her feel grown-up, 

and special, in a way. And having 

the gun gave her a feeling of pow-

er. She became more rebellious 

both at home and school. Sheõd 

often scream at her mom, saying, 

òI donõt have to listen to you!ó She 

told some of her closest friends 

about the gun, and they seemed 

impressed. She knew better than to 

bring the gun to school, but it still 

was pretty cool having it. She took 

low the girls to attend the meet-

ings as well. During her first meet-

ing she heard about Godõs love for 

her and His desire for her love in 

return. She heard how Jesus died 

so that she could be forgiven, and 

given a fresh start. When the invi-

tation was given, she raised her 

hand, and a Commander prayed 

with her so she could receive Jesus 

into her heart, and begin a new 

life. She felt her coldness and hard-

ness start to warm and soften. It 

felt good. She attended every 

meeting after that, and church ser-

vices on Sunday. It helped her feel 

Godõs love. 

 Almost 6 months later, when it 

came close to her release, she 

asked for prayer to be able to live a 

better life, to make better decisions 

when she got out.

Attendees will gain a 
better understanding of the needs 
and characteristics of boys so you 
can better relate and connect with 
them.  
 Two sessions of the World 
Class Outpost Seminar  (WCO) 
are scheduled in the region, the 
first on Feb. 27-28 will be held at 
Bethel Temple A/G in Hampton, 
Va. and the second session on Oct. 
2-3 will be held in Groton, Ct.   
 WCO is designed to expose the 
outpost leadership team to a suc-
cessful set of practices, methods, 
strategies, and tools that will ena-
ble them to develop into a World 
Class Outpost. The greatest benefit 
of this event is achieved when the 
outpost/church leadership attends 
and completes this event together 
as a team.
