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T imes have changed. And 
no politician or political 
party can save us. 

 Thatõs what Franklin Graham 
told an Oklahoma City crowd on 
Jan. 26 at the Oklahoma State 
Evangelism Conference. 
 Talking about the forces of 
secular humanism that have tak-
en root in the United States, 
Franklin Graham called on Christ 
followers to take an active inter-
est in politicsñfrom local school 
board races to Washington. 
 òNow Iõm not talking about 
Baptists or Republicans and the 
Tea Party,ó he said. òI have no 
confidence that any of these poli-
ticians or any party is going to 
turn this country around. The 
only hope for this country is for 
men and women of God to stand 
up and take a stand.ó 
 ôWell, you say, ôNow Franklin, 
your father wouldn't get onto 
these subjectsõ,ó Franklin Graham 
said, addressing the need to 
stand up to secularism. 
 òWait a second. My father, 
when he was going to school, 
they had a Bible in school,ó he 

continued. òWhen he was going 
to school, they had the Ten Com-
mandments on the wall. When he 
was going to school, you could 
pray in school, and the teachers 
would lead in those prayers.  
 òOur country has changed. 
And weõve got to take a stand.ó 
 Talking about growing up in 
the 50s and 60s under the Red 
Threat, Franklin Graham recalled 
that communism was seen as the 
ultimate enemy of freedom.  
 òWhen the Berlin Wall came 
down, everybody said we won,ó 
he said. òAnd secularism came. 
And secularism and communism 
are the same thing. Theyõre god-
less. Theyõre anti Christ.ó 
 The message was strong and 
challenging. But a thread of hope 
ran through it, from start to fin-
ish. 
 òThere is only one who can 
save,ó Franklin Graham said. 
òOnly one. Jesus Christ.ó 
 Pulling from Matthew 8, 
where Jesus calmed the storm 
that had his disciples fearing for 
their lives, Franklin reminded the 
crowd that we arenõt very differ-

ent from the people who were 
with Jesus 2,000 years ago. 
 òThere are storms that are 
coming,ó he said. òAnd we find 
ourselves in these storms, and 
many times we as a church, we 
run and we run to the wrong 
place. 
 òYou see, Jesus is in the boat. 
All we have to do is call Him, call 
on His name.ó 
 Sometimes that will mean fac-
ing ridicule from a secular world, 
Franklin Graham continued. But 
the people of God have to stay 
strong. 
 òThe secularists and the hu-
manists, you mention the name 
of Christ, they jump all over 
you,ó he said. òI get jumped on 
all the time. I donõt care. I really 
donõt. 
 òI gave my life to Christ. He 
died for me; He shed his blood 
for me. Iõm not going to back up, 
and Iõm not going to run.ó

 òWhereõs it gonna be at

 òOh, man, I gotta see this!ó He 

three boys stood. I directed them 
to Chuck, who was ready to pray 
with them. As I started to offer 
Bibles, two more boys stood to join 
Chuck. I passed out the Our Daily 
Bread devotionals, and another 
boy got up and went over to 
Chuckõs group.  
 When there was a break in the 
action, I turned around, and saw 
Chuck with 9 boys gathered 
around him, and heard the mur-
mur of their prayer as they re-
ceived Christ. The scene really 
touched my heart, and for a mi-
nute I couldnõt see anything.   
 A boy came up and asked me if 
I had any more Bibles. I said, 
òSure!ó and dug one out of my bag 
for him.  
 We also distributed the My 
Heart, Christõs Home booklet, and 
some candy.

n a column, reporter Bob Greene once 

opined on òHow to Become a Hero.ó He 
described a Texas gem dealer who went 

to a mineral show in Arizona. There he met a 
man who wandered creek beds, looking for 

interesting stones. This man was displaying 
some of his finds in plastic containers. 

 Among the smaller stones the dealer saw 
a large rock, and thatõs all the displayer 

thought it was--a big rock. But this gem 
dealer knew otherwise. He recognized it as 

the biggest star sapphire he had ever seen. 

 Knowing that the owner had no idea of 
the true worth of the stone, the gem dealer 

bargained with him and paid $10 for the rock. 
Later he reported that it was worth $2.5 

million. 
 And, noted Greene, this gem dealer has 

become a sort of folk hero because he found 
something of value and purchased it at the 

lowest possible price, without hinting to the 
original owner what was going on. Greene 

went on to say, òThis is just a particularly 
dramatic example of the way so many people 

are getting rich these days. They donõt do 
anything of importance or value; they just 

manipulate and sidestep and feint and parry. 
They make people think they are going to do 

one thing, and then they do another. The 
lesson seems to be that only suckers believe 

in putting in a dayõs work for a dayõs pay. The 

smart boys are the tricksters.ó 
 Unfortunately, Bob Greene is right. Peo-

pleõs lives today seem consumed with lotter-
ies, long shots, and insider trading . . . and a 

continuing saga of greed, bribery, extortion, 
and embezzlement. 

 As Christians, however, we shouldnõt be 
too surprised. Jesus said that his values are 

the opposite of the world's and that people 
who follow him will be misunderstood. True 

followers of Christ wonõt fit into society. 
 The Bible says that who we are on the 

inside is infinitely more important than our 
outward appearance, the way we achieve 

our goals is as important as the goals them-
selves, and that seeking Christ and his king-

dom is more important than being the rich-
est person on earth. 

 Greene concludes his column with these 
thoughts: òLetõs imagine that the gem dealer 

sees the star sapphire and instead of pur-
chasing it for $10, he tells the man of its real 

worth and urges him to get some advice 

about what a fair asking price is before 
selling it. I know, I know; thatõs not the way 

the world works. Maybe, though, he could 
have at least cut the poor rock-hunter in on 

his profits. But then he wouldnõt have been a 
hero for these days, would he?ó 

 òAnd what do you benefit if you gain the 
whole world but lose your own soul?ó (Matt 

16:26). 
 Don't worry about making it in todayõs 

world. Focus your attention on being a 

òheroó where it counts . . . in God's eyes.
