Coastal Virginia Church in Nor-
folk, Va. is the ultimate òPit Boss.ó   
 Richard has served for 10 plus 
years as òPit Bossó to hundreds of 
boys, girls and adult participants 
of Tidewater Southõs Ranger Der-
bies. Recognition for his faithful 
service at Ranger Derbies, and his 
overall commitment to the Royal 
Rangers ministry, is long overdue.  
 On March 12 this year, I was 
fortunate enough to work with 
Richard, along with his son, Justin, 
and Chris Kroll (both also from OP 
27) for the first time as part of their 
pit crew. As a line of boys and girls 
formed before race time for tune-
ups, weight checks, graphite, and 
no telling what else, I was quite 
anxious as to what this day was 
going to be like. 
 But letõs step back to the previ-
ous evening for a moment during 
set-up for this Ranger Derby. The 
arsenal of tools, accessories and 
experience that Richard brings to 
the job are overwhelming.  Spare 
axles, wheels, hubcaps, hand tools, 
power tools and every imaginable 
spare part or work around for 
problems heõs experienced with 
cars over the years ð he brings it.  I 
mean, he really òBrings Itó.  
 My notion that a bottle of Super 
Glue gets you half way home was 
quickly put to rest. Work tables 

were set-up, box after box of 
equipment was laid out, cords 
were run everywhere, a graphite 
station was set up, warning signs, 

directional signs, ropes, oh wow.  
 But, once everything was in 
place, Richard quietly relaxed, 
leaned against a table, and said

very first cars had problems. From 
my vantage point at the òOfficial 
Weigh-In Rejectedó table (the place 
where they shelved the newbie) 
the action on Richardõs side was 
heating up.

Oh 
my, itõs not going to be one of 
those days is it?   
 But within minutes, the wheels

The fac-
es of the boys, girls and parents 
waiting in line ð it was my first 
time seeing it.  The hope, anticipa-
tion and expectation in their eyes 
were amazing.  They truly looked 
to Richard and company to not 
only fine tune their car, but to do it 
F-A-S-T.   
 (Funny, knowing Richardõs 
calm demeanor, I asked him the 
evening before if he had ever just 
started screaming. He said no, 
never had.  Went for a short walk 
one time years ago, but that was 
it).    
 Every car handed to the pit 
crew is quickly assessed, weighed 
and lubricated. But, one of the 

ceptionally well. My appreciation 
for what happens in the pit took 
on new meaning. The professional-
ism Richard and his team dis-
played was inspiring. Tidewater 
South Ranger Derbies are in good 
hands.
